 Do not leave unattended or park any 
motor vehicle upon any village street 
when there is 2” or more of snow.   

 

 If a vehicle is parked in violation of 
this ordinance, and where it 
constitutes an obstruction to snow 
plowing or traffic, interferes with the 
use of streets, or in any other manner 
creates a dangerous or unsafe 
condition, the vehicle will be towed at 
the owner’s expense.
