Request for Qualifications for Construction Inspection Services for Wolfs Crossing

The Village of Oswego will accept sealed Statements of Qualifications until 11:00 A.M., August 3, 2022, to provide Construction Inspection Services for Wolfs Crossing.  The completion time for this project is 12-18 months.  Consultants must be pre-qualified by the Illinois Department of Transportation to perform Special Services – Construction Inspection.   

In order to have your Proposal considered, it must be submitted in a sealed envelope(s) containing Four (4) bound 8 ½” x 11” copies, with binding running along the left 11” edge, and one digital copy on a compact disk, plainly marked “Construction Inspection Services for Wolfs Crossing”.

Proposals not physically received by the Village by 11:00 A.M., August 3, 2022, will be returned, unopened to the firm. All proposals should be addressed to:

INSTRUCTIONS FOR SUBMITTING PROPOSALS

GENERAL RULES - The general rules and conditions that follow apply to all proposals requested and accepted by the Village of Oswego unless otherwise specified. Consultants or their authorized representatives are expected to fully familiarize themselves with the conditions, requirements, and specifications as reflected in the proposal documents before submitting proposals. The submitting of a proposal implies that the Consultant is familiar with, and intends to comply with, all conditions unless otherwise noted.

RIGHT TO REJECT PROPOSALS - Submission of a proposal indicates acceptance by the firm of the conditions contained in this request for proposals unless clearly and specifically noted in the proposal submitted and confirmed in the contract between the Village of Oswego and the firm selected.

PROPOSAL FORMAT – All proposal submittals must be submitted in the order shown below.  Information can be provided in multiple sections but must appear in the requested section.  The Village of Oswego will not be responsible for not considering information provided under the incorrect section.

	Section 1- COVER LETTER - Two page maximum
		Provide a cover letter introducing your firm and proposal.
	Section 2 - COMPANY OVERVIEW- Four page maximum 
a. Provide an overview of the company detailing the total number of professional staff, the history of the company, the location where work will be performed, a current financial statement (indicating the financial condition of the business)
b. Firm Experience: Provide a minimum of three examples of similar Construction Inspection projects using IDOT criteria provided to municipalities in the last five years. Include project size and description, location, design phase involvement and all other pertinent project facts. Include contact information for the client and sub-consultant engineering firms associated with each of these projects. Experience working with IDOT District 3 is preferred, but not required.

	Section 3 - PROJECT APPROACH - Four page maximum
c. Provide a brief description of the project approach and documentation techniques you intend to use for this project.
d. Provide a summary of your approach to communicating and interacting with the public during construction.
e. Identify tasks to be performed by subconsultants, if any.

	Section 4 - ORGANIZATIONAL CHART- One page maximum
Indicate relationship of key personnel, subconsultants, and tasks to be performed.

	Section 5 -KEY PROJECT PERSONNEL – Four page maximum
Provide resumes and references for project staff to be assigned to this project. As a minimum include those persons listed in Section 3 above. 

	Section 6 – IDOT Prequalification form for construction engineering services

Section 7 - OTHER PERTINENT INFORMATION - Three pages maximum 
Include all other pertinent information that the proposer would like the Village to consider. 


INQUIRIES – To maintain the impartiality of the RFP process and to allow potential respondents the opportunity to ask questions, all questions and inquiries must be presented in writing either via e-mail, letter correspondence, or fax. No phone inquiries are permitted. Written questions may be submitted to the Village until 3:00 p.m. on July 25, 2022.  Written questions should be submitted in the following manner:

The Village will review the questions and may choose to answer them. The Village may also choose to answer only some of the questions or may choose to answer none of the questions. If an answer is to be provided, it will be sent to all potential respondents. No question(s) received after 3:00 pm on July 25, 2022, will be considered.  Responses will be issued in the form of a written clarification to be posted on the Village’s website at www.oswegoil.org by noon on July 29, 2022.

Interpretation or corrections of the RFQ documents will be made only by written addendum, which will be mailed or delivered to each offeror on record. The Village is not responsible for any other explanations or interpretations of the RFQ and/or RFQ documents.

CONTACT WITH VILLAGE – Absolutely no informal communication shall occur regarding this RFQ, including requests for information, or speculation between Offeror’s or any of their individual members and any Village elected official, or employee.  Failure to comply with this provision will be grounds for disqualification.


SUBMITTING PROPOSALS – All proposals must be delivered prior to the proposal deadline. Proposals must be identified as such on the outside of the sealed envelope. Consultant’s company name and address are to appear in the upper left corner. Proposal information is to appear in the lower left corner and shall be marked:

“Construction Inspection Services for the Wolfs Crossing Road Project”
Any cost incurred by the Offeror in preparation, transmittal, or presentation of any information or material submitted in response to the RFQ, shall be borne solely by the Offeror.

RECEIVING OF PROPOSALS – Proposals received prior to the submittal deadline will be kept secure and unopened until the deadline.

LATE PROPOSALS - Proposals arriving after the specified time, whether sent by mail, courier, or in person, will not be accepted. These proposals will either be refused or returned unopened.  It is the consultant’s responsibility for timely delivery regardless of the methods used. Mailed proposals which are delivered after the specified hour will not be accepted regardless of the postmarked time on the envelope.





SELECTION CRITERIA
1. Qualifications will be reviewed by a team of Village officials consisting of:
a. Public Works Director
b. Assistant Director of Public Works
c. Purchasing Manager
d. Project Engineer
The Village reserves the right to add or remove personnel from the selection team.
2. Evaluations will be based upon the following:
a. Statement of Qualifications – 12.5%
b. Experience – 35%
c. Project Understanding – 15%
d. Project Approach – 25%
e. Intangibles – 12.5%

3. The Village will select up to three firms to interview based upon the initial evaluations of proposals.  Interviews may be conducted virtually.
4. Once the interviews are completed, the Village’s review team will select the preferred firm and will begin contract negotiations. Should the Village and the preferred firm fail to reach an agreement in a reasonable time, the Village reserves the right to enter negotiations with the firm that is ranked second after all rounds.
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GENERAL - The Village of Oswego is requesting qualifications and proposals to provide Construction Inspection services for the project referenced below.  Refer to the attached project location map for additional details.  The Village reserves the right to negotiate with and hire the consultant for subsequent segments along Wolfs Crossing.  
  
PROJECT BACKGROUND
Located 50 miles southwest of Chicago, Oswego is in the Fox River Valley at the northeastern corner of Kendall County and northwestern corner of Will County, Illinois. Oswego offered an easy crossing over the Fox River with a ford near the mouth of Waubonsie Creek and the first permanent European settlers arrived in the Oswego area in 1833. The Village was platted in 1835 and incorporated in 1852. Oswego is a Mohawk Indian word meaning "mouth of the stream." Oswego is one of the fastest growing counties in the nation. Oswego’s 2015 municipal area is over 14 sq. miles with a population over 30,000. By 2040, the village has the capacity to grow to 40 sq. miles with over 69,000 people.
The Village of Oswego, acting as the lead agency and in partnership with Kendall County, Illinois Department of Transportation, School District 303, Oswego Township, and the City of Aurora desire to improve Wolf’s Crossing from US Route 34 to Eola Road (WIKIDUKE Trail) (4 miles). Although the project is located primarily within Oswego, the Village recognizes the regional importance of the project.
The Village has established the following goals for the Wolfs Crossing corridor:  
· Improve transportation safety; 
· Provide a transportation system that offers a high degree of multi-modal connectivity, mobility, accessibility;
· Target transportation investments to support business and employment growth;
· Ensure a compatible interface of the transportation system with environmental, social, energy, and land use considerations; and,
· Prioritize improvements for a fiscally constrained program.

The Village’s May 2012 Transportation Plan calls for the widening of Wolf’s Crossing to five lanes.  The plan includes improving the intersections of Wolf’s Crossing with US 30, Douglas Road, Fifth Street, Roth Road, Harvey Road, and US 30.  The plan proposes to signalize these intersections.  However, consideration should be given to constructing a three-lane cross-section as well as alternate traffic control measures such as roundabouts.  The three structures will be replaced.  Additional elements include a sidewalk, bicycle path, landscaped median island, and street lighting.  In 2015, the Village updated the costs contained in the Transportation Plan.  The total estimated cost of improvements is now $50,634,000 which includes $8,176,000 for Phase I, II, and III engineering and $1,565,000 for right-of-way acquisition.

EXISITING FACILITY

Wolf’s Crossing is a Minor Arterial identified as FAU 1577.  The road runs east-west south of US 30.  Wolf Crossing Road is a two-lane, two-way rural roadway with aggregate shoulders and is under the jurisdiction of the Village of Oswego. Current land use along this corridor is predominantly agricultural and residential. The Lincoln Highway, a National Scenic Byway, transects Wolf’s Crossing at Harvey Road. Construction will be broken into ten segments with Segment 1 scheduled to be constructed in 2023:

1. From 0.13 Mi. W of Harvey Rd to 0.15 Mi. E of Devoe Dr of Distance (mile) .64 
2. From 0.23 Mi. W of Roth Rd to 0.13 Mi. W of Harvey Rd of Distance (mile) .59 
3. From 0.03 Mi. W of Bluegrass Pkwy To 0.05 Mi. W of Douglas Rd S of Distance (mile) .39 
4. From 0.15 Mi. E of Devoe Dr To 0.05 Mi. E of Lundquist Dr of Distance (mile) .46
5. From 0.05 Mi. E of Lundquist Dr to Eola Rd of Distance (mile) .17 
6. From 0.13 Mi. W of Fifth St to 0.23 Mi. W of Roth Rd of Distance (mile) .34 
7. From 0.05 Mi. W of Douglas Rd S To 0.13 Mi. W of Fifth St of Distance (mile) .79 
8. From 0.09 Mi. W of Southbury Blvd to 0.03 Mi. W of Bluegrass Pkwy of Distance (mile) .52 
9. From US 34 To 0.1 Mi. W of Della Ln of Distance (mile) .25 
10. From 0.1 Mi. W of Della Ln to 0.09 Mi. W of Southbury Blvd of Distance (mile) .34

The existing intersections at US 34 and US 30 are signalized.  All other intersections are under stop control.
There are three structures located along Wolf Crossing:  
1. Unnamed tributary to Waubonsie Creek
1. Unnamed tributary to Waubonsie Creek
1. Unnamed Creek

THIS PROJECT
Segment 1 construction involves the construction of a roundabout at the intersection of Wolfs Crossing and Harvey Road.  The intersection of Wolfs Crossing at Devoe Drive will also be reconstructed.  Wolfs Crossing will be constructed as a four-lane cross-section.  The project includes a bike path, sidewalk, lighting, storm sewers, grading, signs, pavement markings, watermain, and landscaping. The project includes construction of a new watermain from Fifth Street to Devoe Drive along Wolfs Crossing.
CONSTRUCTION INSPECTION SERVICES
The consultant will provide Construction Inspection Services for Segment 1.  Phase III construction and inspection services will be funded using a combination of local, state, and federal funds.  This project will be completed under applicable IDOT guidelines including BLR and BDE manuals and Village of Oswego standards.
Construction Inspection services include:
1. Staking
1. Material testing and inspection
1. Documentation of materials and quantities
1. Record keeping
1. Enforcement of specifications applicable to a contractor's work on construction projects
1. Serve as the Village’s representative during construction; 
1. Facilitating resolution of conflicts that may arise during construction including unforeseen circumstances in the field and plan discrepancies
1. Review and approve recommendations for payments to the contractor 
1. Interact with outside organizations and the public including:
8. IDOT District 1 – US 30 detour coordination
8. IDOT District 3 – US 34 and Wolfs Crossing coordination
8. Federal Highway Administration
8. Oswego Township
8. City of Aurora
8. School District 308
8. Oswegoland Park District

8. Developers of the Hudson Point and Emblem apartments which are adjacent to the project
